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Koyasan Membership

As many of you know, Koyasan Beikoku Betsuin of Los Angeles aka Koyasan Buddhist Temple (Temple) is a
nonprofit organization with the mission of spreading the teachings of Shingon Buddhism as taught by the founder
Kobo Daishi Kukai. The Temple operates through pledges, donations, and fundraisers. Members also donate at
special services (New Years Shusho-e, Hoshimatsuri, Higan, Hanamatsuri, Shomie-ku, Aoba Matsuri, Obon, Bodhi
Day, etc.), memorial services on behalf of their beloved ones, and other events. Your membership dues and
donations assist in sustaining the Temple's operating and maintenance costs and our mission.

A member is a person who participates in and supports the activities of the temple and plays membership dues. An
Additional Adult Member is another adult in the same household who supports the activities of the temple and pays
dues with the primary member. A Dependent member is a child under the age of 21 who resides in the same
household as the primary member. The membership period is from April 1, 2024, through March 31, 2025, and
membership dues are not prorated.

The main location, Koyasan Beikoku Betsuin of Los Angeles in the heart of Little Tokyo at 342 E. 1% St, Los Angeles,
CA 90012, and our satellite location, Harbor City Koyasan Buddhist Church located in the South Bay at 1306 W 253"
St, Harbor City, CA 90710.

All services are held at the Little Tokyo location unless otherwise specified on the Temple Calendar except for Harbor
Daishiko which is a monthly service in our South Bay satellite location.

The Temple offers the following activities to the membership and community on a donation basis or set fee based on
the organization:

e LA Daishiko Service — Monthly Service for followers of the teachings of Kobo Daishi (in Japanese)

e Harbor Daishiko Service — Monthly Service for followers of the teachings of Kobo Daishi (in English)

e Tea with the Reverend — Monthly informal Q&A Session or class with the Ministers where you can get your

guestions about Shingon Buddhism answered while enjoying a cup of tea and snacks

o Goeika — A form of Japanese Buddhist songs with the accompaniment of hand bells sung or chanted during
pilgrimages to temples or sacred sites and services. Many of the goeika are 31-character waka poem verses.
Sutra Chanting Class — Class series that teaches how to chant the sutras in the service book
Sutra Tracing Class — Open classroom hours that allow you to trace the Sutras
Japanese Calligraphy — Open classroom hours that allow students to practice calligraphy
Japanese Language Class — Basic Japanese language class (currently inactive)
Yoga — A form of exercise for the body, mind, and spirit, originating in India that focuses on stilling the mind
through various poses
e Boy Scouts and Cub Scouts
